3. PERIOD OF RECKONING SPORTS ACHIEVEMENTS : The sports achievements of 
current & previous two financial years will be taken into account for eligibility. Therefore, 
the sports achievements on or after 01.04.2017 will only be considered. 
4. MINIMUM EDUCATIONAL QUALIFICATION : 
(a) For GP 1900/2000 (7th CPC Pay Matrix Level - 02/03): The candidate should have 
minimum qualification of Intermediate or equivalent examination passed from any 
recognized Board. 
Ø For Technical Posts candidate shall be passed Act Apprenticeship/ITI. The Certificate 
of Act Apprenticeship/ITI must be approved by SCVT/NCVT. 
(b) For GP 2400/2800 (7th CPC Pay Matrix Level - 04/05): The candidate should have 
minimum qualification of degree or its equivalent examination passed from any 
recognized University/Institute.

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c) The specific position, weight category (Free Style/ Goalkeeper/Defender/Forward/61 
Kg. etc.) played in the particular game/event if applicable as indicated in said notification 
para 1 (A&B) should be mentioned in the application without fail.
